Matthew 6:24-34   24 " No one can serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be loyal to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and mammon.  25 " Therefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food and the body more than clothing?  26 "Look at the birds of the air, for they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they?  27 "Which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature?  28 "So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin;  29 "and yet I say to you that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these.  30 "Now if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much more clothe you, O you of little faith?  31 "Therefore do not worry, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?'  32 "For after all these things the Gentiles seek. For your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things.  33 "But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.  34 "Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about its own things. Sufficient for the day is its own trouble. 
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SEEK FIRST!” 

1. ”Seek first!” When something is number one, we expect there comes a number two. But no. two is not what we seek, but what God gives: ”And alle these things shall be added to you.

2. Verse 24: It is not possible or right to divide life in no one (God’s things) and no two (worldly things).

3. To be a Christian is to live in this ONE world. Therefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or what you will drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. 

4. Seek God’s kingdom: ”Seek!” Does not indicate that it is far away. It is at hand. Here! (Matt 4:17). 

5. Jesus says i Matt 5:3: … for the Kingdom of Heaven belong to them.. See also Matt 18:20 and 28:20.

6. Seek God’s righteousness! Matt 5:6. The robber at the cross is a wonderful example. He sought God’s kingdom and Christ’s righteousness.

7. Jesus gave hope to people. He gives hope to us today.

8. Then all things shall be added to you. We have a wonderful explanation in Matt 6:10ff: Thy kingdom come. What comes after this prayer is what will be added to us: God’s will. Daily bread. Forgiveness. Protection in temptations and deliverance from the evil. 

9. What then shall we do? Do what God calls you to do knowing that everything depends on his blessings (Gal 6 + Psalm 127:2)

10. Conclusion: Don’t worry! (Matt 6:34).
