1. Korleder og sangere

Engang, da Jesus var kommet til Jerusalem ridende
pa et @sel og alle havde sunget: "Hosianna Davids
Sen!” — da blev bernene ved at synge: «Hosianna,
Davids son!» (De voksne stoppede med at synge).
Yppersteprasterne og de skriftkloge blev vrede. For
dem var det var upassende at synge sadan til Jesus.
De fattede ikke, at Jesus var Messias, Frelseren. De
spurgte Jesus: «Horer du ikke, hvad de siger?» Men
Jesus svarede dem: «Jo, har I aldrig leest: «Af
borns og spedes mund har du beredt dig
lovsang»?» (Matt.

1 To the choirmaster: according to The Gittith. A
Psalm of David. O LORD, our Lord, how majestic is
your name in all the earth! You have set your glory
above the heavens. 2 Out of the mouth of babies
and infants, you have established strength because
of your foes, to still the enemy and the avenger.

3 When I look at your heavens, the work of your
fingers, the moon and the stars, which you have set
in place, 4 what is man that you are mindful of him,
and the son of man that you care for him? 5 Yet you
have made him a little lower than the heavenly
beings and crowned him with glory and honor. 6
You have given him dominion over the works of
your hands; you have put all things under his feet, 7
all sheep and oxen, and also the beasts of the field,
8 the birds of the heavens, and the fish of the sea,
whatever passes along the paths of the seas.

9 O LORD, our Lord, how majestic is your name in
all the earth!

1. Choir Leader and Singers

It is a hymn to the choir director. Who will sing it?
The choir director? No, he must lead. And he will
lead the congregation so that they can sing. We are
the singers. But why? Can't we let others sing. The
children, for example?

Once, when Jesus had come to Jerusalem riding on a
donkey and everyone had sung, "Hosanna the Son of
David!" — the children kept singing, "Hosanna, Son
of David!" (The adults didn’t). The chief priests and
scribes became angry. For them, it was inappropriate
to sing like that to Jesus. They did not understand
that Jesus was the Messiah, the Savior. They asked
Jesus, "Do you not hear what they say?" But Jesus
answered them, "Have you never read, 'Out of the
mouths of children and babes have you prepared for
yourself praise'?" (Matt 21:15-16)

Who can stop an army of children singing about
God? Who could stop Stephen when he was to be
stoned? Who can overcome a Christian who believes

Paulus siger det i Romerbrevet: For jeg er vis pd, at
hverken daod eller liv eller engle eller magter eller
noget nuveerende eller noget kommende eller
kreefter eller noget i det haje eller i det dybe eller
nogen anden skabning kan skille os fra Guds
keerlighed i Kristus Jesus, vor Herre. (Rom. 8:38-

overvinde alt! Alt!

2. Eksempler

Jeg kommer til at teenke pa en film, ”The
Mission”. Missionarer, der kom til et land 1
Sydamerika og forkyndte om Kristus i 1600-tallet.
De indfedte kom til troen. Preesterne lerte dem at
synge. Jesus Kristus byggede sin Kirke 1 junglen
ved en flod. Her blev spillet og sunget til Guds ere,
til Kristi e@re 1 gudstjenesten.

Men portugisiske adelsmaend ville udbytte de
indfedte og have deres guld og ejendom. De
regnede ikke de indfedte for mennesker. Det endte
blodigt. De indfedte, gik med lovsang imod
portugisiske soldater. Men soldaterne majede dem
ned med kanoner og rifler. De kristne dede, mens
de sang lovsange til Gud ledet af prasterne, som
bar et kors. Soldaterne fik landet og guldet. De
kristne, som dede, lever med Kristus i evighed. OG
adelsmendene var dede i deres magtbegeer.

Salme 8 siger: Af borns og speedes mund har du
grundlagt et veern mod dine modstandere for at
standse fjender og heevngerrige. (Ps. 8:3)

Nér Guds navn forkyndes i prediken og sang,
treeder Gud nar. Han fylder rummet, bliver vores
virkelighed, fylder hjertet og omgiver os. Syng om,
at JESUS er med os alle dage, at han tilgiver os,
redder og beskytter os. Syng, at vor himmelske Far
giver os dagligt brad og bevarer os mod alt ondt. Da
styrker Gud troen. Habet er der. Det evige hab. Og
hvem kan da gere dig noget?

I Apostlenes Gerninger herer vi om Paulus’ og
Silas’ fengsling: Ved midnatstid sad Paulus og
Silas og bad og sang lovsange til Gud, og fangerne
Iyttede. (ApG 16,25). - Den lovsang gav troen til de
andre fanger. Og Herren ramte feengslet med
jordskelv, og fangevogteren som ville tage sit eget
liv, herte om Jesus, og blev debt og frelst.

that Jesus rose from the dead? No one can. Nothing
can.

Paul says it in Romans: For I am sure that neither
death nor life nor angels nor powers nor anything
present nor things to come nor powers nor anything
on high nor in the deep nor any other creature can
separate us from the love of God that is in Christ
Jesus our Lord. (Rom. 8:38-39). When He is our
song, we are strong and can overcome anything!

2. Examples

I am also thinking of a movie called "The Mission".
Missionaries came to a country in South America in
the 17™ century. They preached Christ. The natives
came to faith. The priests taught them to sing. Jesus
Christ built his Church in the jungle. They played
and sang to the glory of God, to the glory of Christ.

But Portuguese nobles wanted to exploit the natives
and get their gold and property and did not count
them as human beings. It ended bloody. The natives
walked with praise to Christ against Portuguese
soldiers. But the soldiers mauled them down with
cannons and rifles. Christians died while singing
hymns of praise to God led by the priests who carried
a cross. The soldiers got the land and the gold. The
Christians who died lives with Christ. The living
nobles were dead in trespasses and sins.

Psalm 8 says: Out of the mouths of children and
babes you have founded a bulwark against your
adversaries, to stop enemies and vengeful ones.

When God's name is proclaimed in the sermon and
song, God is present. He fills the room, becomes our
reality, fills the heart and surrounds us. Sing that
JESUS is with us all the days, that He forgives us,
saves us, protects us. Sing that our heavenly Father
gives us daily bread, preserves us from all evil. Hope
is there, eternal hope. And who can do anything
against you?

We read in Act we read about the imprisonment of
Paul and Silas. At midnight, Paul and Silas sat
praying and singing praises to God, and the
prisoners listened. (Acts 16:25). - That praise gave
faith to the other prisoners. And the Lord hit the
prison with an earthquake, and the jailer who was
about to take his own life, heard about Jesus, and was
baptized and saved.



3. Syng om Skaberen, som holder os i live

Naturen i sig selv kan vzere bade skreemmende
og sken. Begge dele. Men hvis er blevet til af sig
selv, og hvis der ikke er nogen Gud Fader, som er
almeegtig, der har skabt himmel og jord, da mé vore
erfaringer med naturen veksle mellem frygt,
forundring og frygt. Og vi er totalt alene og
ensomme. Da er der ingen lovsang.

Men David kender Herren, himlens og jordens
Skaber. Derfor kan han ikke lade vaere med at
synge: Herre, vor Herre! Hvor herligt er dit navn
over hele jorden, du som har bredt din pragt ud pa
himlen! (S18,2) ...

David forteller, hvad han ser: Han ser himlen, dine
fingres veerk, mdanen og stjerne, som du satte der
(v4). Han ser "far og okser, vilde dyr, himlens
fugle og havets fisk”, og at det er ”Herrens
heenders veerk” (v7-8).

Det kan vi jo kun se, hvis Gud forteller det. Og det
gor han i Skabelsesberetningen. Der star det, at Gud
gjorde det alt sammen. Og at Gud sd, at det var
godt! Gud sd, at det var godt! Gud sd, at det var
godt. Alt var godt. Derfor synger David: Ndr jeg
ser din himmel, dine fingres veerk, manen og
stjernerne, som du satte der, hvad er da et
menneske, at du husker pd det, et menneskebarn,
at du tager dig af det?

Himlens og jordens skaber er vor Far, som "husker
pa dig”. Han tager sig af dig, som er et menneske-
barn”. Han husker pa dig. Han tager sig af dig.

Men derpa kom fjenden, modstanderen, havneren.
Det onde kom ind i verden. Og det ramte os. Det
sidder nu i os. Og hvem skal redde os fra det? Fra
deden? Fra dommen? Det vil barnet gore, nemlig
Guds Sen, som blev menneske.

4. Syng om HERREN, som blev menneske

Salmen svarer, at det er barnet, der er veern og
beskyttelse mod modstandere, fjender og
heevngerrige. Det lyder umuligt. Men det er
sandheden! Det barn, der blev fodt julenat, er
Kristus Herren, og skal frelse sit folk.

Det lille barn er Guds egen sen, som blev fadt af
jomfru Maria. Det siger profeten Esajas: For et
barn er fodt os, en son er givet os, og herredommet
skal ligge pa hans skuldre. Man skal kalde ham
Underfuld Radgiver, Veeldig Gud, Evigheds Fader,

3. Sing about the Creator who keeps us alive

Nature itself can be both scary and beautiful.
Both. But if it all came about by itself and there were
no God Father the Almighty who is our Creator and
Lifegiver, then our experiences with Nature change
from fear to wonder to fear. And we were all alone.
And there would be no praise to the Lord.

But David knows the Lord’s name. Therefore he
can’t stop singing: Lord, our Lord! How glorious is
your name in all the earth, you who have spread
your splendor in the heavens! (Psalm 8:2) ...

David tells us what he sees: He sees the heavens, the
work of your fingers, the moon and the star that you
put there (v4). He sees ""sheep and oxen, wild beasts,
the birds of the sky and the fish of the sea'’ and that
it is ""the work of the Lord's hands" (v7-8).

We can only see that if God tells us to. And he does
so in Genesis One. It says that God did it all. And
that God saw that it was good! God saw that it was
good! God saw that it was good. Everything was
good. Therefore David continues: When I see your
heavens, the work of your fingers, the moon and the
stars that you put there, what is a man that you
remember him, a child of man, that you take care of
him?

The Maker of Heaven and Earth is our Father who
"remembers you". He takes care of you, who are "a
child of men." He remembers you and takes care of
you.

But then came the enemy, the adversary, the avenger.
Evil came into the world. And it hit us. It is now in
us. And who is going to save us from that? From
death? From the verdict? This is what the child will
do, namely the Son of God, who became man.

4. Sing to the LORD our Savior, who became man

The psalm answers that it is the child who is the
protection and protection against opponents,
enemies and vengeful. It sounds strange and
impossible. But it is the truth! The child who was
born on Christmas night is Christ the Lord, and will
save his people. The little child is God's own Son,
who was born by the virgin Mary. This is what the
prophet Isaiah says: "For a child has been born to us,
a son has been given to us, and the dominion will be
on his shoulders. One shall call him a wonderful
counselor, a mighty God, the father of eternity, the
prince of peace. Great is the rulership, peace without



Freds Fyrste. Stort er herredommet, freden uden
ophor over Davids trone og over hans rige, sa han
kan grundfceste det og understotte det med ret og
retfeerdighed fra nu af og til evig tid.

At salmen ogsa handler om barnet Jesus, Guds Sen,
ved vi fra Hebraerbrevet 2,5-9, hvor der citeres fra
salmen: Hvad er da et menneske, at du husker pda
det, et menneskebarn, at du tager dig af det? Du
har kun en kort tid gjort ham ringere end engle,
med herlighed og cere har du kronet ham, alt har
du lagt under hans fodder. For da han lagde alt
under ham, undtog han intet fra at veere underlagt
ham. Ganske vist ser vi endnu ikke alt underlagt
ham; ° men vi ser Jesus, som kun en kort tid var
blevet gjort ringere end engle, for sin lidelses og
dods skyld kronet med herlighed og cere.

Jesus er vor Herre. Og alt er underlagt ham. Det er
ikke underlagt deden og det onde. Det er underlagt
Herren, vor Herre. Og vi siger derfor: Herre, hvor
Herre, hvor herligt er dit navn over hele jorden.

Vi synger om Herrens navn, som jo er JESUS. Vier
beskyttet mod alt ondt af det lille barn i krybben,
som ogsd er den mand, der korsfastet 1
magtesloshed og svaghed.

Manden pa korset, har besejret deden og er
”Underfuld Radgiver og Freds Fyrste.” (Es 9)

5. Syng om HERREN — nu og i evighed

Ham ma vi synge om hele livet. Gud handler
igennem det, som ikke er noget i verdens gjne. Han
gor alt gennem de svage og ringe. Han gor det forst
og fremmest gennem sin egen kare Sen, Jesus
Kristus. Men ogsé gennem de sma, som tror pa
ham. Og gennem dig, som synger med 1
menighedens kor her og 1 herligheden 1 evighed.

BON: Lad os bede: Herre, vor Herre! Du er vores
kcere Herre. Hvor herligt er dit navn over hele
jorden! Vi ser din storhed og godhed i
skaberveerket, fordi vi du selv lod din Son blive
menneske, som dode og opstod for os. Tak, at du
husker pd os og tager dig af os. Amen.

ceasing over David's throne and over his kingdom,
that he may establish it and support it with justice
and righteousness from now on and forever. (Is 9:51)

That the psalm is also about the child Jesus, the Son
of God, we know from Hebrews 2:5-9, where the
psalm quotes: "What is a man, that you remember
him, a son of man, that you take care of him?"
Thou hast made him inferior to angels only for a
short time, and thou hast crowned him with glory
and honor, and hast thou put all things under his
feet. For when he put all things under him, he
exempted nothing from being subject to him. True, we
do not yet see everything subject to him; ° But we see
Jesus, who had only for a short time been made
inferior to angels, crowned with glory and honor
because of his suffering and death.

Jesus is our Lord. And everything is subject to Him.
It is not subject to death and evil but to him. It is
subject to the Lord, our Lord. And therefore we sing:
Lord, how glorious is your name in all the earth.

We sing about the name of the Lord, which is
JESUS. We are protected from all evil by the little
child in the manger, who is also the man crucified in
powerlessness and weakness for our sins. The man
on the cross, who is risen and who is the Wonderful
Counselor and Prince of Peace. (Is 9)

5. Sing of the LORD — now and forever

We must sing about him all our lives. God acts
through that which is nothing in the eyes of the
world. He does everything through the weak and the
lowly. He does so first and foremost through his own
dear Son, Jesus Christ. But also through the little
ones who believe in him. And through you, who sing
along in the congregation's choir here and in eternity.

PRAYER: Let us pray: Lord, our Lord! You are our
dear Lord. How glorious is your name in all the
earth! We see your greatness and goodness in
creation, because we yourself allowed your Son to
become a human being, who died and rose for us.
Thank you for remembering us and taking care of us.
Amen.
